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CRIMINAL JUSTICE INITIATIVES STATUS UPDATE

APRIL 2010
Following is a status report on the Criminal Justice (CJ) Continuum of Care Initiatives that provide treatment and support services for indigent and low income adult offender-clients in King County with mental health, substance abuse, or co-occurring disorders who may also be homeless.  Program data are compiled through March 31, 2010 unless otherwise noted.

CJ Initiatives programs, services and other activities include the following:

· Assistance with Applying for Entitlements, Substance Abuse Treatment, and other Publicly Funded Benefits:  Darlene Terry, Gregory Johnson, and Peter Robinson, WA State Department of Social and Health Services (DSHS) financial services specialist staff, and their predecessors received a total of 10,100 combined, duplicated referrals from May 2004 through March 2010.  During the period, 5,552 DSHS applications were completed for adult individuals served via the CJ Initiatives including 130 new applications in March.
Darlene is assigned to the Community Center for Alternative Programs (CCAP) in Seattle, Gregory is assigned to the King County Correctional Facility (KCCF) in Seattle, and Peter is assigned to the Norm Maleng Regional Justice Center (RJC) in Kent and the municipal jails in South and East King County.  Kathy Johnson, affiliated with Therapeutic Health Services, and Chris Mitchell, King County CJ Initiatives, provide substance abuse assessment and treatment placement services for jail inmates who are eligible and appropriate for Alcoholism and Drug Addiction Treatment and Support Act (ADATSA) and Treatment Expansion benefits.  Publicly funded benefits data are presented in the following table.

Since May 2006, 1,129 psychiatric evaluations have been conducted for DSHS applications as requested by Sue Clemenson and Adrienne Wiley-Thomas, DSHS social workers, via contract between King County and Sound Mental Health (SMH) for CCAP and jail inmate applicants.  Nebyu Hailemariam, SMH, conducts psychiatric evaluations for jail inmates.  Fifty psychiatric evaluations were completed in March 2010.  Data by year are presented in the following table.

· Medical/Chemical Dependency Release Planning Services via King County Jail Health Services: Jail Health Services’ release planners worked with 2,053 inmate-patients from January 2008 through March 2010, providing 5,139 service contacts during the period. · Mental Health Release/Discharge Planning Services via CJ Liaisons Provided by SMH: 
Sarah Eldridge-Brownstein, KCCF, Ethan Seracka, Work Education Release (WER) and Electronic Home Detention (EHD), and Alison Christ, CCAP, and their predecessors received 7,987 duplicated referrals from September 2003 through March 2010 with 69 new referrals in March.  Total referrals by year and venue (Seattle data through the present and RJC data through 2007 only) are presented in the following data table.

· Integrated Dual Disorders Treatment (IDDT) Program: Co-occurring disorders (COD) treatment programs began in August 2003 and 461 combined referrals from the therapeutic courts were admitted to the “IMPACT” program at Community Psychiatric Clinic (CPC) and “Project START” at SMH through December 2008.  At that time, therapeutic court referrals to these programs were curtailed due to budget cuts.  Such referrals, including referrals from KCCF, began again (at CPC only) in July 2009 to an enhanced IDDT program that includes Moral Reconation Therapy.  Through March 2010, 65 individuals were admitted to the IDDT program.  Following are placement data by referral source since July 2009 (COD programs data for prior years are available upon request).

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· Substance Abuse Treatment at CCAP: SMH and CPC (service provider at CCAP prior to April 1, 2007) admitted 1,185 clients into substance abuse treatment at CCAP from April 2004 through March 2010.  Treatment capacity at CCAP is 48 at present, 36 intensive outpatient and 12 phase two outpatient treatment slots.  Following are substance abuse treatment admission data by year through March 2010.

· Reentry Case Management Services:  David Stewart, Stacy Lenny, Carol Webber, and Di King, SMH, and their predecessors have provided reentry case management services since April 2007.  Reentry services are targeted at criminal justice system involved adults who are transitioning to treatment and other services in the community.  The program was extended to the RJC and the city jails effective January 2009.  SMH conducted 749 program intakes through March 2010.  Rental assistance is available to clients enrolled in the program who have existing rental housing but are facing eviction for nonpayment.  Over $151,500 in rental assistance has been provided to 143 program participants through March 2010, averaging $1,060 per recipient.  Following are unduplicated intake and rental assistance data by year through March 2010.

· Housing Voucher and Case Management Program:  King County Drug Diversion Court, King County Regional Mental Health Court, Seattle Municipal Mental Health Court, and King County Community Corrections (CCAP and WER) referred 1,167 clients combined to the Housing Voucher and Case Management Program, brokered by SMH, since May 2003.  Thirteen voucher recipients were placed in temporary housing in March.  The active caseload on March 31st was 69.  One-third (359) of non-active cases (1,098) successfully obtained long-term/permanent housing.

· Jail Transition Services: During the period November 2005 through March 2010, 388 individuals were directly linked to the IMPACT and Project START outpatient COD treatment programs at CPC and SMH, respectively, upon release from KCCF, RJC, or a city jail (Auburn, Enumclaw, Issaquah, Kent, Kirkland, and Renton).  Beginning in July 2009, referrals from KCCF are linked primarily to the new IDDT program in Seattle (refer to IDDT Program section for these data), operated by CPC.  Other jail referrals are linked to SMH’s Project START in Tukwila.  The active caseload on March 31st was 43.

Zane Behnke, program coordinator, and Jamie Noritake, criminal justice liaison in South and East King County, and their predecessors received 977 referrals from January 2006 through March 2010.  Zane is responsible for screening and assessing RJC inmates and Jamie is responsible for screening and assessing city jail inmates for the Jail Transition Services program.  Screenings by jail through March 2010 are depicted in the following table.

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From November 2005 through March 2010, up to a seven-day supply of psychiatric medications paid by Jail Services funds was issued to 1,379 persons upon release from KCCF, RJC, and the Kent Municipal Jail.
Related Program Funded by the WA State Criminal Justice Treatment Account
Transitional Recovery Program (TRP) at the RJC: Pioneer Human Services has operated TRP, a substance abuse treatment program for inmates referred primarily by King County Drug Diversion Court, since February 2005.  Through April 30, 2010, 721 participants (505 men and 216 women) have completed the 60-day program at the RJC.  The combined active caseload on April 30th was 22 (16 men and 6 women) with no inmates awaiting intake or transfer to the treatment unit(s).

· Forensic Assertive Community Treatment (FACT) Program:  SMH provides intensive FACT services targeted at adults with severe and persistent mental illness, also likely to be homeless and have a co-occurring substance abuse disorder, and who are the highest utilizers of the King County Jail and/or municipal jails in King County.  The program, which includes permanent housing, was implemented in January 2008.  The FACT team has enrolled 51 participants through March 2010, and the program is presently at maximum capacity (50).

· Forensic Intensive Supportive Housing (FISH) Program:  The FISH program, operated by Sound Mental Health, provides permanent supportive housing using a housing first approach for up to 60 homeless veterans and non-veterans who are diagnosed with mental illness.  Initial referrals from the three active mental health courts in King County (Auburn, King County Regional, and Seattle Municipal mental health courts) began in April 2009.  The FISH team housed 36 participants through March 2010 and is working with another 15 clients who are enrolled in the program but not yet in housing (e.g., hospitalized, incarcerated, homeless by choice).  Fifteen of these cases involve military Veterans.
